Canada is home to around 60% of the world's bear population. There are actually four 
types of bear that you can see in Canada; the American black bear, the grizzly bear 
(a North American subspecies of the brown bear), the Kermode bear or “Spirit Bear” 
(a cream subspecies of the American black bear) and polar bears. We use a number 
of bear watching lodges, carefully chosen to act as the very best bases from which to 
see bears in their natural habitats, from pristine rainforest to the Arctic tundra.
